Did You Know?

In South Yorkshire, we have exceeded our LTP
2005/06 target to maintain walking levels at 27% (as
a proportion of all journeys). Our walking levels are
now at 28.6%! so keep on walking!

93.5% of rural households in South Yorkshire are
within a 13 minute walk of an hourly or better
bus service!

In South Yorkshire, we have set ourselves the target
of increasing cycling trips to 9,718 by 2005/06, this
year we made 4,894 cycling trips. With more cycle

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parking facilities, the provision of cycle maps, on-
road cycle proficiency training, better cycle routes

and lanes.... Why don’t you try cycling?

For many people in South Yorkshire the bus is the
only alternative to the car for many of the journeys
they may make. We strive to improve the reliability
of services, customer satisfaction and bus patron-
age.

We expect to make the most of our improvements
through our Quality Bus Corridor programme and by
achieving a positive change in the quality of all aspects
of the door-to-door journey.

This year, on a county-wide level, we have been award-
ed £2.5m from the Department for Transport, which will
be spent on a joint South and West Yorkshire project, to
provide services and information on a real time basis, so
that passengers know the actual time of arrival. This
system should be operational by Autumn 2003.

We understand that access to journey information is
essential, therefore we have agreed to extend the opera-
tional hours of Traveline to meet demand. The service
